Minutes of the Board of Directors

Meeting held November 12, 2008

Bob Bucher, President, called the meeting to order at noon at the Denver Athletic Club. Minutes:  The minutes of the October 1, 2008 meeting were approved as written.  

Financial Report:  The financial report was approved.  

President’s Report: Bob Bucher said that the club’s system of honorary board membership is working well, for both the honorees and as a way to attract more people to the club.  Pat Bayer again suggested inviting each of our esteemed honorary members as our guests at this party and having Bob Bucher call them now so they could save the time on their busy schedules. Then we would promote the fact that they would be there as a "push" to come to the party. 

Next year there will be more events held outside of the Denver and Colorado Springs areas.  An idea to work on is to have a board member who is a resident of localities outside of the Front Range who will be responsible for one club event each year in the member’s community.  These board members would be excused from attending board meetings.  By extending the club’s reach throughout the state, there will be more opportunities to get contributors to the Small Donor Committee.  Another possibility is to educate other Republican groups around the state in the use of Small Donor Committees.


Plans for the 2009 board are progressing.  Existing board members have all been asked to again serve, and the nominations committee is speaking with potential new members.  A proposed slate of board members will be presented to the board at least 10 days prior to the December board meeting.

Communications Committee:  Pat Bayer is working on letterhead revisions, and will ask honorary board members to attend the December Christmas party.

Web site:  Tom Wellborn is working to make the web site useful and informative.  Among the possibilities are a synopsis of past club events, listings of upcoming events, ways to use the web site to join the club, contribute to the Small Donor Committee and the Political Committee, etc. A final web site planning meeting will be held next week.

Political Committees:  Bill Imig and Bob Bucher reported that the committees had made substantial contributions to candidates, and that the contributions were directed almost exclusively to candidates who were in difficult but winnable races.  Frank McNulty said that in two races, those of Laura Bradford and Kevin Priola, the club’s committee contributions made a distinct difference in enabling the Republican candidates to win.  Rep. McNulty said that the Colorado Republican message of jobs, an improving economy, making Colorado receptive to business and using free market solutions for health care, helped Republicans gain two state house seats in the past election, and that improved funding will help get the message out to voters.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 1 pm.
